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Informed Consent Form: The Essentials 

The following list includes the basic information that an Informed Consent Form has to provide to the participants of a study where data is collected through questionnaires, interviews, observation, and other means from human participants..

· Who the researcher(s ) is(are).

· Researcher’s Institution.

· The aim of the study. 

· Possible benefits and potential risks (if any) to participation.

· Expectations of the researchers from the participants and the approximate time to be spent in participation. 

· Assurance of the fact that participation is on a voluntary basis and that participants are free to withdraw at any time.

· Assurance of the confidentiality of the responses collected.

· Identification of a contact person by name, address, telephone number and e-mail in case the participants have questions about the study. 

· Signed statement of agreement to participate voluntarily upon adequate explanation of the aim of the research. 

The signed Informed Consent Form should not be matched with any other information that is provided by the participants.
